. We mourn the passing of esteemed Anishinaabe lawyer, judge, senator and lead
commissioner of the Truth and Reconciliation Commission of Canada, the
Honourable Murray Sinclair.

For six years (2009-2015), I/Henriétte Thompson had the honour and privilege of
serving on the TRC National Events Committee as Anglican General Synod staff lead
to the TRC. At the seven national reconciliation events, he had both a commanding
presence and personable manner. He ensured that the churches had opportunity to
apologize for the past and make genuine and concrete commitments toward the future
of relationships with Indigenous peoples.

As a wise Elder, he left us with many things to ponder and act on. In an interview with
APTN in 2021, he said:

“And so one of the things | make sure non-Indigenous people understand is we don’t
need you to help heal us, we need you to fix yourselves. We need you to get those
people out there who are perpetrating this process of working against reconciliation
under control. We need you to straighten yourselves out, we don’t need you to just
step forward and say well here is what we can do for you because my question is
always, what are you doing for yourself? What are you doing to get rid of that violent
vocal force that is holding us all back, holding us all, holding this country back?
Because that is what’s going to stop reconciliation.”

And that is the truth.

We give thanks for his gifted leadership and compelling voice on the Truth and
Reconciliation Commission of Canada. We offer prayers of condolence and solace for
his children and grandchildren, and for extended family and friends as they mourn his
loss.

Giving Tuesday is December 3. Of course there are many ways to use your funds towards

post secondary education.

b. Six Nations Schools Both of these schools are language immersion schools. Think
“residential schools” and how crucial language is for cultural identity. Six Nations is
working hard to reclaim, relearn and restore their languages. Contact the schools to
find out how to donate.

e Kawenniio/Gaweniyo School — K to 12 Mohawk & Cayuga Immersion. They
are building a new school after a history of struggles to create a building.
Historically students were housed in various portable facilities and currently
occupy the top floor of the local sports arena. The donation link on the
homepage describes the project.

e Everlasting Tree School | Waldorf Education Mohawk language immersion,
taught with Waldorf teaching methods.

4. Take action for Clean Water

I think that many of us feel strongly about the lack of access to clean water endured by
too many First Nations communities. The Council of Canadians has issued a call to
contact our MPs about relevant legislation that is currently being discussed. From the link
to the petition: “Members of Parliament on the Standing Committee on Indigenous and
Northern Affairs are debating Bill C-61 (the First Nations Clean Water Act), which has the
potential to protect Indigenous rights and treaties and the human right to water. But to do
S0, it needs key amendments.”
